The wish list will 

include basic needs 

(coats, gloves, etc.) as 

well as a holiday wish (a 

special teddy bear, game, 

etc.) for each family 

member.  The adopters 

then purchase the re-

quested items and re-

turn them to DOVE un-

wrapped.  All items must 

be returned to DOVE by 

Wednesday, 12/16/09. 

This program has been a 

great success in the past 

in sharing the spirit of 

the holidays with fami-

lies who are struggling 

in a difficult time of their 

lives.
